The journey starts at the Maongolian yurt, symbaol of the nomadic home, where
Errmanuelle O'Sullivan's unigue jewelry pieces, fashioned of antigque Himalayan
elernants, evoke "the lights of Heaven on the monasteries of the Forbidden “alley” in
Ladakh. Dedicated to all Himalayan people, this exhibit will travel throughout France
and to the United States, culminating in an auction whose proceeds will benefit the
Tibetan refugee community of Dharamsala, India.

An Exceptional Display of Haute Couture and Designer Masterpieces

Further along the journey, silhouettes dressed in stunning creations are framed
against the landscapes from the eastern steppes. Christian Dior by John Galliano,
Chanel, Lanvin, Maurizio Galante and Chloe are some of the couturiers whose
masterpieces inspired by the nomadic spirit are on display. Five creations from
Christian Lacroix's first collection (1957-83) transcend the festive spirit of the Gypsies
of the Camargue region of France. Fashion designers including some of the most
cutting-edge createurs are well represented by Issey Miyake, Isabelle Marant, Eric
Bergere, Dries Wan Moten, Christine Birkle for Hut Up, Spijkers, Rafia & Bossa, Darja
Richter, Xuly Bet and “ava Dudu.
